 For Good Friday, On Good Friday, we 

have brought back our old tradition of Outdoor 

Stations of the Cross on Deer Park Avenue at 

12:00 noon.  

 In addition, there are two Liturgies of the 

Word, at 3:00 and 7:00 pm, that include the Ven-

eration of the Cross. The cross will be unveiled 

but individual veneration of the cross is still sus-

pended this year. Instead, the ushers will be 

handing out nails as people leave the Church. 

This is a symbol of the event of the crucifixion of 

Jesus on the cross that we carry and bring home. 

There is a higher level of meaning, as we ask 

you to come back and attend any of the Easter 

Sunday Masses and ask you to drop your nails 

back in assigned baskets in the Church. As you 

give up the cross on Easter Sunday, be reminded 

that Jesus has been removed and freed from be-

ing nailed to the cross and has been raised from 

the dead. It is a reminder also of our resolve to 

give up our sinful ways. Please do not place the 

nails on the cross in the Sanctuary. 

 The Easter Vigil (Saturday at 8pm) will 

include the reception the Sacraments of Initia-

tion for our two Elects, who have prepared 

themselves through the RCIA Program. The vig-

il will include the blessing of the paschal candle 

and the baptismal font. 

 Masses on Easter Sunday are 8:00 am, 

9:30 am, 11:00 am and 12:30 pm. There is no 

6:00 pm Mass.  All Masses are in the Church.  

There is another simultaneous Mass in the Gym 

at 11:00 am.

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Weekly Greeting from Ms. Laucella 

Happy Holy Week! We have reached the week of the year that is filled with all of our High Holy Days 

as Catholics. This week is the pinnacle of what we believe, and is the reason for the shared faith that 

we all so love. My favorite scripture passage that I always find myself reflecting on this week every 

year is from Matthew 26:41: “Watch and pray”. 

This week starts on a high with Palm Sunday; A day of celebration and welcoming our King as He 

enters Jerusalem, with shouts of “Hosana!”. The tone of the week turns uneasy when we get to    

Tenebrae, or Spy Wednesday, the day when Judas arranged for Jesus’ arrest for thirty pieces of   

silver. The day following on Holy Thursday, the tone changes again to gratitude, as we remember two 

of the Sacraments that Christ gave the Church; The Gift of the Eucharist and the Gift of Holy Orders 

in the form of the priesthood. Good Friday follows, and is a day of sadness; It is the day that we have 

been dreading all Season long, but one that is necessary for our Salvation. Holy Saturday is a day of 

quiet, waiting, and of Hope. The earth sleeps, mirroring the Body of Our Savior buried in the tomb.  

This week is sacred, and although Easter is only a week away, it feels like so much longer than that. 

Let us all take this week to remember, to pray, and to reflect on the Love that was given to us so 

freely, willingly, and unconditionally. May all of us use this week to “Watch and pray”.
