The spike in gas and food prices combined with the high cost of housing has caused a shift of people who are turning to
their local parish outreach for assistance. “There was an increase of those living “paycheck to paycheck” even before
the high inflation, but now their income just doesn’t go as far, so they are coming to the PSM Pantry/Outreach for the
first time.” shared Paula Malloy, Director of PSM, Catholic Charities of Long Island. Additionally, she mentioned, “There
are many families working in our community, who do not qualify for Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program bene-
fits, and they are struggling to feed their families. They are also new clients of our parish outreach programs.”
