At that time, Vincent ob-
served that many poorly cate-
chized peasants were not making
good confessions. He also noticed
that inadequately trained priests
did not know how to administer the
sacrament of Penance. Encour-
aged by Madame Gondi, in 1617,
Vincent preached a parish mission

/ that pointed to his future. He
stirred so many people to repent-

He began much more simply. When he observed
a need, he figured out a Christian way to meet it.
