 On the Feast of the Most Holy Body and 

Blood of Christ, a few reminders on the proper 

reception of the Eucharist at communion. 

 While waiting for the person in front of you 

to receive, recollect yourself for a moment and 

before stepping up when it is your turn, bow your 

head as a gesture of adoration.    

 Communion in the hand and directly on 

the tongue are the two forms allowed in the Unit-

ed States by decision of the American Bishops. If 

one is receiving in the hand: upon approaching 

the minister of the Host extend the hands in the 

middle of the chest. The left hand is extended, 

with the right hand under the left in support 

(left handed persons may wish to place the left 

hand under the right). In essence, a throne is 

formed in the sign of an X-cross to receive the 

Sacred Host. The response of “Amen” is given to 

the proclamation “The Body of Christ,” and the 

sacred Host is received.  The individual should 

then step to the side and receive the Host care-

fully and reverently. It is unseemly to “pop” the 

Host into the mouth as one walks away.  Re-

member “Who” you are receiving! Please note 

that it is never acceptable to put out only one 

hand due to the danger of dropping the host. 

Those who do not have the easy use of both 

hands (or whose hands are not perfectly clean for 

whatever reason) should receive on the tongue.  

 The rubrics does not require making the 

sign of the cross after communion and has never 

been prescribed by Instruction on the Roman 

Missal. A slight bow of reverence is more appro-

priate. 

 If by accident you drop the Body of Christ, 

you may choose to pick it up and consume it. If 

not, please do not dispose of it yourself. Pick it up 

and reverently hand it back to the Communion 

minister who will know how to dispose of it 

properly.

Visit Duomo Di Catania, the Cathe-

dral dedicated to the patron saint of the city, Saint Agatha. Dinner and stay at UNAHOTELS Naxos Beach Sicilia (4*) or similar. 
 

OCTOBER 18 (Fri)    TAORMINA – GIARDINI NAXOS, Sicily 

Visit Taormina nicknamed “the Pearl of Sicily” and tour its Greek Theater.  Admire the beautiful view on the Etna and the sea 

from Piazza IX Aprile. Climb the 300 steps leading to the Madonna della Rocca Church to enjoy a bird’s-eye view of the sur-

roundings. Dinner and stay at hotel in Giardini Naxos. 
 

OCTOBER 19 (Sat) GIARDINI NAXOS – MT. ETNA – RAGUSA 

Visit Sicily’s majestic Mt. Etna, the sacred mountain of legend and myth. Etna is the tallest active volcano in Europe, visible 

also from the moon. Take the cable and a jeep excursion to the upper regions, which are covered with snow for four months of 

the year. Dinner and stay at San Giorgio Palace Hotel (4*) or similar in Ragusa. 
 

OCTOBER 20 (Sun) RAGUSA - MODICA – NOTO – RAGUSA 

Discover palaces, churches and cathedrals in the Baroque towns of Ragusa, Modica and Noto, all listed as UNESCO World 

Heritage Sites. Stroll through the historic centers and enjoy it! (Tip: With an ice cream, it’s even better). Dinner and stay at ho-

tel in Ragusa. 
 

OCTOBER 21 (Mon) RAGUSA - PIAZZAARMERINA – RAGUSA 

Another of Sicily’s most famous tourist attractions lies in Piazza Armerina. Some of the world's best preserved mosaics can be 

seen at the famous Villa Romana del Casale. Built in the middle of the fourth century AD as a hunting lodge by a Roman patri-

cian, here you can see some of the most extensive Roman mosaics. The villa is one of the most luxurious of its kind. It is espe-

cially noteworthy for the richness and quality of the mosaics which decorate almost every room; they are the finest mosaics in 

situ anywhere in the Roman world. The site is also a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Dinner and stay at hotel in Ragusa. 
 

OCTOBER 22 (Tue)  RAGUSA – ENNA – CEFALU - PALERMO 

Located in the heart of Sicily, visit Enna, nicknamed “the navel of Sicily“. The region of Enna is the only one without access to 

the sea. However, it has the most lakes, including Lake Pergusa, the only natural lake of the island. Perched on a promontory 

over 900 meters above sea level, Enna has retained its typical charm and offers points of interest: Lombardy castle, which of-

fers an unobstructed view of Etna from the top of its main tower, its Duomo and historic center and Lake Pergusa, with a racing 

circuit on its shore. Leave for the small fishing town of Cefalu with its colorful boats moored at the pier. Admire the panorama 

from the old port and pier and stroll through its narrow streets full of shops and restaurants. Visit the Cefalù Norman Cathedral, 

the most important building of the city. Finally, climb to the top of La Rocca di Cefalù, the cliff that overlooks the town and of-

fers spectacular views. Dinner and stay at Politeama Palace Hotel (4*) or similar in Palermo. 
 

OCTOBER 23 (WED)  PALERMO – MONREALE - PALERMO 

While in Palermo, visit the Palermo Cathedral, Norman Palace, Massimo Theatre and Ballaro Market. Not far from Palermo, 

see one of the most visited places in Sicily: Monreale Cathedral and its thousands of square meters of golden mosaics where 

2200 kg of pure gold was used to make them! Dinner and stay at hotel in Palermo. 
 

OCTOBER 24 (Thu) PALERMO – NEW YORK 

Take your return flight back to New York. HOME SWEET HOME!!!
