What is the OCIA? (formerly known as the RCIA) OCIA stands for “ORDER OF CHRISTIAN INITIA-
TION FOR ADULTS” and is a process by which non-Catholic adults, or Catholic adults who did not
receive all the Sacraments of Initiation, learn about the Catholic faith and gradually become full
members. Every year adults are welcomed into the Catholic Community through the OCIA.
